Subject: Unfair taxation for LGBT couples

Dear Sirs and/or Madams:

I am a gay man living in Nevada with my partner.  We have been together for about two years and he is covered under my company's medical and dental plans.  His employer does not provide insurance of any kind.  In 2004, I will be taxed on approximately $3500 of "imputed income" for the medical insurance alone.  This does not include the premiums that we pay for after taxes for him which come to about $60 a month.  Keep in mind that my premiums are deducted on a "pre-tax" basis.  I am outraged that the tax system treats us so unfairly.  I feel that I am being punished for being gay and that I am being unnecessarily taxed on a benefit that my employer is providing.  It seems silly to punish us for trying to make sure each of us has health insurance and doesn't make the public pay for our medical expenses.  Please recommend legislation to end the unfair taxation of domestic partner benefits.
