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1. Headaches, unnecessary complexity, and burdens that taxpayers – both individuals: businesses – face because of the existing system.

The present system is out of control. I have used 4 IRS enrolled agents and CPA’s in the past 6 years at great expense. And have let each go because of there inability to be accurate. Add to that the hours I must spend organizing information and we have all you have stated in the question. The fact that most if not all members of Congress have someone else do their tax preparation speaks volumes.

2. Aspects of the tax system that are unfair.

With millions of people working in “gray areas” and not paying taxes the system creates a burden on all of the honest citizens of this great country.

3. Specific examples of how the tax code distorts important business or personal decisions.

A good example would be in the area of IRA’s. Thinking that one will be in a lower tax bracket at retirement and being able to withdraw funds without being taxed in a high

tax bracket. Inflation has created a blood bath of extreme taxation for millions of retired people.

4. Goals: we have  options

A.   Create a system that all High School graduates can understand.

B. A system that can allow the Government to operate.

C. A system that will protect those below the poverty line.

Recommendations:

SCRAP the present system ….. Institute a consumer tax.

The Consumer tax system can protect those below the poverty line by allowing them to submit for reimbursement of taxes paid each quarter or each year. The benefits are great. Illegal aliens will be required to pay taxes and that will benefit all. The great majority of people will be free from the present insane Tax System. 

The poverty line should be set at a point which takes into consideration income available after all medical costs are paid.
