Benefits that you have because you are HETRO and what I have to look forward to because GOD Created me HOMO!  Just think about it!
Me and my Husband met March 23rd 2000 in St. Louis MO.  We decided that we officially were the only ones for each other on May 30th 2000.  We exchanged wedding bands given to us by my parents from my Great-Grandparents October 2nd 2000.  We have been living as a Couple since August 25th 2000.  Yet because, we are both MEN we are not allowed to Marry, We are not allowed to file joint tax returns, we have to carry medical durable power of attorney for each other in our wallets in case we have an accident so that we can be by each others side.  
I am currently employed as a government employee but I have insurance with my Husbands employer the WALL STREET JOURNAL even though we have to pay tax on the insurance premium it is still much cheaper then Government employee health insurance.  However, if I WAS a WOMAN and we were legally married my husband would not have to pay an extra dime for my coverage because, Married HETRO couples are not taxed as such. This is just the beginning of the problems that our HETRO society has imposed on us.  I dread going to work each day because I worry that someone will find me out and they will actually do all of the horrible things that they talk about doing to Faggots and Gays.  Did I mention that I work for the U. S. Government! 
Retirement Savings - Death and Taxes:  Tax treatment of retirement savings, such as those found in 401(k) plans, privileges spouses and penalizes same-sex couples. This means that on the death of a partner, the surviving partner is left not only with the same emotional loss that a different-sex spouse experiences, but also with an unfair tax bill. This is problem is made even more acute by the fact that same-sex couples are denied survivors' benefits under Social Security, even though they pay the same payroll taxes as heterosexual workers. 

Estate and Gift Taxes - Strangers Under the Law:  Different-sex spouses get a complete exemption from estate and gift taxes. But same-sex partners, even ones who are married in Massachusetts or parties to civil unions in Vermont, are treated as strangers under the tax code. So when a partner dies, their estate is subject to taxation. 

Social Security - Adverse Consequences for Same-Sex Couples 

Equal Contribution, Unequal Benefits:  All GLBT people pay into Social Security on an equal basis with their heterosexual counterparts, but are not eligible for equal benefits. 

No Survivors' Benefits:  Same-sex partners do not receive survivors' benefits when a partner dies, even though they pay for them equally. 

No Disability Benefits:  Same-sex partners are not eligible for spouse's benefits when a partner becomes disabled, even though they pay equally into the program.
