Request for Comments

1. Headaches, unnecessary complexity, and burdens that taxpayers - both individuals and businesses - face because of the existing system.

a. The hours my wife and I have wasted collecting, sorting, and filing paperwork to comply with the tax code for our personal earnings as well as our small business could have been spent growing the business, parenting our children, having or adopting more children.  Nearly all this time would be ours if the Fair Tax was enacted.
2. Aspects of the tax system that are unfair.

a. The current system is too complex and easy to avoid by those with good lawyers and those who earn money illegally.  The Fair Tax would encourage legitimate earnings since there would be no incentive to hide earnings.  Simpler method of collection will make enforcement more fair.
