Subject: federal income taxes

To Whom it may concern          I am an American who for more than

twenty-five years has been paying income taxes on my earnings. It has recently been discovered by me that the laws concerning income tax may not apply to me directly. In fact as I have reviewed the title 26 cfr &title 26 usc I have not been able to locate my income listed as from a taxable source. Therefore it would appear that under the current laws I have no taxable income. This as you can well imagine is very distressing to me. It would then seem that for years I have mistakenly, yet voluntarily paid an income tax that I did not owe. I found these claims to be difficult to believe so I read the laws for myself and found that indeed as written my income does not appear to be subject to federal income tax. I have found the rules and laws to be quite difficult to decipher as I am not a lawyer and many of the terms and words used have meanings that change dependent on what section they are used. The seemingly simple question of a persons own tax liability under the law should be quite easy to determine, however I have found quite the obverse to be true. Perhaps this is the reason that to date I have not received any response from any agency or official that makes clear my obligation to income taxes under the current laws. In the absence of a lawful assessment it is reported that I should assume that I am liable and pay any taxes based on my voluntary assessment. I have found that self assessment has been made impossible at this point without a clear statement of the law or regulation that requires me to pay an income tax. Furthermore I have read the 16th amendment and the legislative intent behind its construction and found the word (income) only applies to the profits of a corporation and not to remuneration for services of an individual. Since the IRS claims all title26cfr subchapter a income taxes derive lawful power from the 16th amendment, then as a "matter of fact" under those laws I have no liability and therefore owe no income taxes.
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
