There should be only two taxes on the people of The United States of America.  First, there should be tax on people who do not vote.  The simplest way to administer this tax would be for people to receive a check when they provide a receipt from voting. While specifics require actuaries, the process should be phased in and completed in 5 years to ease the transition.

Year 1 – Existing taxes reduced by 20%, while usage tax set at 20% of target
Year 2 – Existing taxes reduced by 40%, while usage tax set at 40% of target

Year 3 – Existing taxes reduced by 60%, while usage tax set at 60% of target

Year 4 – Existing taxes reduced by 80%, while usage tax set at 80% of target

Year 5 – Existing taxes reduced by 100%, while usage tax set at 100% of target

The five years would give us time to work out the kinks as they appear.  This is what the people want.  The biggest blockade will come from the special interests that profit from the confusing tax code.  I am sure mine will not be the only call for the elimination of the IRS.  Let’s make it happen.
