Thank you for posting on your website the packaged material I sent you to reform the tax code.  

I left off at the point wherein I proposed that IRS provide a definition per the present code for each of 33 provisions listed.

Continuing from that point; with the 33 provisions so defined in hand:  

1. I would hone and restructure each of those provisions per the present code to fit the format explained in the aforementioned package, and

2. I would compile the 33 provision so restructured into a single package for the convenience of the panel.  

The package would clearly explain two things side by side in one place for each of the 33 provisions:

1. What we have now in the present code as defined by IRS.

2. How we would restructure them per the present code.
